The lawyer defending Robert Waxman
on charges that he defrauded Philip
Services Corp. of $28 million says he
can’t possibly run the trial until Janu-
ary 2009.

Lawyer Brian Greenspan appeared
before Superior Court Justice Gerald
Taylor yesterday seeking to delay the
start of the fraud trial, which is ex-
pected to last three to six months, by
another 21 months.

Greenspan argued that his involve-
ment in the lengthy tainted blood
criminal trial in Toronto, which began
in February 2006, has dragged on so
long that his entire law practice is
backed up.

Crown counsel David Finley argued
Waxman’s preliminary inquiry was al-
so delayed because of Greenspan’s
busy schedule and at that hearing his
law partner, David Humphrey, stepped
in to act for the client. Finley argued
that Humphrey could ably defend
Waxman if the judge ordered the trial
to start next January.

The prosecutor complained there
had already been substantial delays in
getting the case to trial.

Greenspan argued that Waxman had
the right to be represented by the
lawyer of his choice and should not be
forced by the Crown to accept other
counsel in his place.

“I’m upset on a personal level that
the office that created this problem
(the charges against his client) is now
calling on Mr. Waxman to take counsel
other than his choice.”  Greenspan told
the judge he was waiving his client’s
right to a speedy trial under the Cana-
dian Charter of Rights.

Waxman, former president of
Philip’s metals division, faces seven
counts of fraud over $5,000. He was
charged in December 2004 by the
RCMP’s commercial crime section.
The probe, which took five years to
complete, was the largest fraud inves-
tigation ever conducted in Hamilton.

The former scrap executive is ac-
cused of cheating the corporation of
millions through 80 fraudulent metals
deals in 1996 and 1997.

Police said those transactions in-
volved 50,000 tonnes of copper that
Philip had on its books as an asset.
That metal was said to be worth $88
million, but could never be found in
the company’s Hamilton storage
yards. The judge said to order the trial
to begin next January would be tanta-
mount to ordering Waxman to find
himself another lawyer.

The judge agreed to set the trial to
January 2009.

“And it’s my view, based on what I’ve
heard, that Waxman has the right to be
represented at his trial by the counsel
of his choice.”
